Today, concerning
conditions due to the corona virus and school closures, virtual education
has replaced face to face education in schools and this is a factor for gen-
eral use of individuals from social network smart phones. The research
method of this study has been survey that after gathering questionnaires
and completing them online, SPSS software has been used for data pro-
cessing and analysis. Research statistics society included 180 girl and boy
students who were studying at second period of intermediate school in city
of Tehran.

The new form of economic and social life, which can be referred
to as capitalism, has created fundamental changes in the family institution
and childhood discourse. This paper claims that the increasing separation
of children, as part of cultural changes, has been due to class and racial
segregation, and the shape of the family has undeniably affected the move-
ment from biological child to cultural child. In other words, childhood be-
comes possible within the family. The question of power challenges the
idea of permanent training of children. Education is regarded as part of the
population management system aiming at producing rational and cultured
subjects.

Piaget considers the mind of the child as a factory in construction, which is
developed through the years of growth of the child. Therefore, according
to this definition, the possibility of a moral dialogue with the child will be
impossible because 1), before the age of about 12, the child lacks abstract
thinking that is a condition of a philosophical and moral dialogue; and 2)
a condition for dialogue condition is to sit in an equal position next to the
other side. When one side of the dialogue considers himself or herself as
superior to the other side, no genuine dialogue would happen. Hence, in
ethical education, the type described by Piaget, dialogue in its philosoph-
ical sense would not be possible, at least before the age of 12. In such
a perspective, it can be expected that authoritative and prescriptive ap-
proaches to moral education by the parents to be the dominant forms of
ethical communication with children. The child would be an empty box to
be filled with certain beliefs or emotions and they are expected in certain
situations to think and act as we want them. The problem is that firstly, the
complexity of human being and ethical situations as well as the speed of
transformations of these situations in the current world is a major obstacle
to the realization of this approach; and, secondly, in the current situation,
parents have lost their past authority over their children, and equality even
in the adult-child’s relationships, has turned into a public approach and
an accepted approach. This makes the prescriptive and authoritarian ap-
proaches to lose their past effects and a close dialogue between parents and
children an emergent necessity. In contrast to the Piaget, the mind of the
child could be considered as a built factory that is complete in itself but is
different with those of the adults only in terms of the materials they receive
as inputs. This is the image that can make rooms for equal and ethical
dialogue between generations. With such a conception, the parents would
not consider the flow of ideas and education from one side to the children.
The vision of children may also change the ideas of the parents. If there is
patience on the side of the parents, and the children are given chances for
participation and sharing their ideas, they will prove to be active agents in
dialogue process. As children are freer in their associations and thinking,
they may introduce new directions that have not been considered by adults.

Abstract

Childhood studies is a multidisciplinary and often interdisciplinary field,
with the children as its central issue. This field of study builds on the
knowledge of such academic disciplines as social sciences, especially an-
thropology, economy, history, sociology, humanities, literature, religion,
philosophy, fine arts, behavioral sciences, and most specifically psychol-
ogy and biological sciences. This paper pursues three main objectives: 1.
The concept of children’s studies in the world and its possible meaning in
Iran; 2. The status of this field of study; and 3. the most important achieve-
ments of this field of study in Iran.

Of the entire academic disciplines registered in Iran, only 0.7% (40 disci-
plines) of these disciplines are dedicated to the children, of which only 26

disciplines are currently active. Psychology and educational sciences have

70% of the total active disciplines. In general, only three scientific publica-
tions and eleven scientific associations are active on children in Iran. About
70 percent of the total titles of the books on children are in such academic
fields as psychology and education. Among the student dissertations, psy-
chology and education sciences have the highest number of dissertations
provided in this field. Among the articles published in the subject of the
child, such academic fields as psychology and education, with 36 percent
of the total titles, comprises the first rank. These topics cover 71% of the
number of conferences held in this field and are at the top of all other areas.
In general, “Children’s Studies in Iran” is an inappropriate title for the
collection of scientific efforts that can be called “Studies on Children in
Iran.” It seems that in the absence of valid disciplinary studies, speaking
of “Children’s Studies in Iran” is unjustified and meaningless. Most of the
facilities and research provided in this area are categorized in the field
of education. In recent years, only a few student dissertations are written
outside such dominant fields as psychology and are presented in other less
dominant fields as sociology, architecture, and literature.

The subjective and cultural pattern of “children as poverty victims”
leads to supportive policies and defines children’s poverty as a construct of
social and objective factors, while the pattern of “poor children as social
devils” leads to rules and policies for punishment and rejection of these
children as the main cause of poverty and inequality. It is the ruling culture
and the mentality of the society that define the patterns of this field and
affect its policies. This report presents a critical review of these policies
through reading programs and legal and executive documents of the last
decade and challenges their ruling mechanisms of social power and the
structures of political economy.

The results of this paper indicate the absence of a multidimensional under-
standing and approach toward the poverty of children for the strengthening
of government support policy, as well as the participation and benefit of
these children from such social supports. The rules approved in this field
are also based on unrealistic assumptions and punitive and disciplinary
approaches. Executive programs and orders are also impulsive with no
long-term national considerations or legal agenda. This is why non-gov-
ernmental and civil organizations often move in a different direction than
those defined by governmental agencies. Also, these projects lack a right-
based approach, because the ruling political economy of the recent decade
has ignored grounds for state support. Exclusion approaches dominate the
main programs of this area and they show the dominance of cost-based ap-
proaches. “Child poverty” is integrated with “general poverty” and is also
considered equal with adult and household poverty. Structural barriers to
the implementation of the law of supporting the children and the absence of
such assumptions that consider children as “active agents to improve their
lives” and childhood as “independent stage of adulthood”, create barriers
and challenges for children’s poverty reduction; there is no commitment to
the empowerment of children, and no concentration on the growth of the
social index of children, and well-being of children is reduced to their sur-

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from the hierarchy and the limitations. For an understanding and opening
of such horizons, we need to develop our perspective to include the vision
provided by these children themselves, and in particular those provided by
the children with disabilities.

Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) that was
adopted in 2006 in the United Nations General Assembly, presented a
social model of disabilities that transformed and developed the previous
understandings of it. In the introduction to the convention, the disability
is defined as “an evolving concept”, and there is the emphasis that dis-
ability results from the interaction between persons with impairments and
external barriers that hinders their participation in society”. According to
this document, the people with disabilities are those who suffers long time
physical, psychological, mental or sensory disorders, and their full and ef-
fective participation in society has faced difficulties due to various obsta-
cles. Defining a disability as an “interaction” means that “disability” is not
the internal characteristic of a children or adults, and social participation
can improve by removing those obstacles and barriers in everyday life.
The purpose of this study as part of the research “Analysis of the status of
children with disabilities and special needs in Iran” examines the desired
situation and status of children’s own perspective. This qualitative study
was conducted by a team of researchers in 2019-2020 in 7 provinces of
Iran (Eastern Azerbaijan, Tehran, Kordestan, Kerman, Golestan, Sothern
Khorasan and Khuzestan) by conducting in-depth interviews and group
discussions with 194 children and adolescents from different groups of
children with disabilities and special need.

The findings of this study show that to achieve their rights in different
fields, children in their everyday life both within and outside of the house
and in the fields of education, health, leisure, social and cultural life, have
experience many challenges that represent failure to realize or violate
their basic rights. In addition, the study identifies the necessary changes to
achieve favorable conditions in four areas of home and family, school and
educational environments, health and rehabilitation centers and ultimately
in in their own image of the society.

Achieving a fair and human society, with conditions for realizing the global
environmental and capabilities, depends on the integration of more people

Through studying the works of traditional Iranian architecture in
different parts of the country, nature is an active element in the life of chil-
dren, a fact that was forgotten in the modern period of residential design.
Children are sensitive and they better feel this lack of natural elements
in their environment. The present study tries to define a new quality of
housing through considering children, nature, children and their links in
housing. As children spend long time in residential spaces, the interaction
of natural spaces, artifact spaces, and consequences of these relationships
has been defined as the goals of this research. The research method was de-
scriptive-analytical, Delphi and correlation discovery using questionnaire
techniques.

In the current professional report, we seek a typology, description, and anal-
ysis of the state and governmental institutions related to children in Iran. The
goals and questions of this research are based on identifying policies of these
institutions and the analysis of documents and critical review of the policy
of the government and state institutions as they are related to children. The
paper looks for convenient intervention strategies to improve the policies.
The research method is qualitative approach and document analysis. For
this aim, identifying sources, relevant works, and evidence, as well as re-
viewing and analyzing them are conducted.

Surveying policies related to children and adolescents show that the insti-
tutions in charge of them can be divided into three general categories: 1.

Based on the country’s legal system and according to the categories of
“individuality” and “independence” on the one hand, as well as “protec-
tion” and “supervision” on the other hand, the parents, government, and
civil society are required to find a way to balance these categories. The
present paper’s approach is that if an appropriate legal and judicial system
is designed to ensure the civil, political, economic, social, and cultural
rights of children, the current status of children’s independence, supervi-
sion, and care would not seem contradictory. While in many countries, the
design of the legal system has made dramatic progress to individualize
and protect children, the situation of the legal system for children in Iran
has not developed for three main reasons, which are: 1. legal and judicial
inconsistencies and gaps; 2. no correct implementation of existing rules
and capacities; and 3. the weakness of the child-centered discourse in the
social, legal and political system. The main idea of the paper is that the first
and second problems are the results of the third problem, the weakness of
childhood discourse as well as the lack of transparency in the legal system
about children. Therefore, the main issue of the children’s rights is the lack
of discursive transparency and at the next level, the lack of administrative
and bureaucratic order at the level of the state. The lack of discourse trans-
parency makes the legal order deployed in the field of children to be full
of problems and contradictions, problems that appear on both the content
of the bill on the support of children and adolescents and also on its imple-
mentation. The present paper, with its emphasis on the bill on the rights of
children and adolescents, shows the weakness of childhood discourse and
the lack of discursive transparency in the legal system for children in Iran.

The use of virtual social networks has deeply and diversely affected the lives
of children and teenagers. The purpose of this study was to investigate the
causes of the adolescent tendency to use these networks among students in
Tehran. In this research, the theory of reasoned action by such social psy-
chologists as Ajzen and Fishbein as well as other theories developed through
childhood studies. The research methodology and its statistical population
are all the high school students of districts 2, 11, and 19 of Tehran. Also,
multi-stage cluster sampling was used and the 300 students were finally used.

The data from the questionnaire were
described and analyzed and using two methods of descriptive statistics and
inferential statistics. The results of this study showed that 92.4% of sample
students use mobile-based social networks. Among the type of networks,
the most prominent used network was Telegram while Viber was the least
used social network. Most respondents use these networks to communicate
with friends and peers, for leisure time and entertainment, and for obtain-
ing information. Among the factors affecting their tendency as confirmed
by the hypothesis test included: the expectations of friends, the prohibi-
tion of the use of these social networks by parents, expecting a positive
outcome of social networks, positive and negative assessments of social
networks, the purpose of using mobile-based social networks.

According to the regression analysis, among the independent variables,
four variables of the use of mobile-based social networks by parents, ex-
pectations of negative social networks, and positive and negative evalua-
tions of these networks are revealed to be of particular importance.

This issue marked a new distinction that the epistemological sys-
tem of that time established between a child and an adult, of course larger
social gaps such as class relations were reflected in this distinction. In this
process, various limitation emerged for children, especially for lower strata
of society. Undoubtedly, most important of these restrictive consequences
was construction of “delinquent juvenile” that with turning poverty into an
object of sociological-psychological knowledge made possible a new way
of exercising power over children. In this paper, we have tried to show
that approval of “Law on the Establishment of Delinquents Juvenile” in
the year 1338, was possible in what historical-social context. For this pur-
pose, we analyzed the historical discourse of this process and also analyzed
documents such as legal cases, legal writings, books, etc...to present a
credible narration of situation for the possibility of this law. Findings show
that since mid-1320¢, a new wave of social reform began leading by legal
intellectualsin that in relation with concepts and transnational forces and
new ideas of “childhood” in the form of “Ideology of support” demanding
fundamental changes in methods of dealing with children. “delinquent ju-
venile” was discourse construction of these controversies and the content
of the law of establishing delinquent juvenile is written in direct dialogue
with such a field of conflict.

During this period, adults have
had cross-section permission for limited return to the society, but children
have experienced quarantine more than every other groups. On one hand,
research doctrine of resent decades wants parents to control the consump-
tion of their children’s use of cyberspace. On the other hand, following the
closure of schools during quarantine, parents have turned to cyberspaces for
education, entertainment and maintaining social relations of their children.
This situation occurred under certain circumstances when children do not
have necessary knowledge and skill to maintain their security on the internet
as Unsafe has declared, millions of children are at risk of online. Now the
question is that what is the situation of our children? Do they have neces-
sary skill to maintain their safety on the internet?

The main question of the present paper
is what are the similarities between the excluded from the Iranian society
and the children? And through achieving an understanding of these simi-
larities how can we better understand children and childhood in contem-
porary conditions? To meet these questions, we have considered a variety
of ideas and theories including those developed by such figures as Michel
Foucault, Jean Baudrillard, Georgio Agamben, and we have applied docu-
ment analysis approaches for our review and theoretical analysis.

The findings of this article show that children are considered irrational, un-
productive, and unconscious, along with such groups as the unemployed, the
poor, the criminals, the deviants, the disabled, the prisoners, the elderly, and the
dying. In this regard, their different ways of thinking and approaches toward
doing things are considered outside the conventional framework and are taken
to be irrational. They are considered dependent, affiliated, and passive people
who need the care and services of others. Children along with other excluded
people are often considered unproductive, backward, and overload; they are
not economically profitable and cannot provide a certain material benefit.
Children, along with other excluded, are somewhat free from social con-
straints and pressures. This feature should be considered beside the corre-
sponding negative features such as being unemployed and unproductive.

Abstract

With the onset of covied-19 epidemic crises in whole world including Iran,
the need for prevention and treatment of covied-19 has become national
priority of all groups of society. Children as one of the vulnerable groups
of society is being affected this epidemic in different aspects. The goal of
this study is to identify and classify social factors affecting mental health
of children living in Iran by reviewing evidences and resources available
domestically and internationally. The research method of this study is de-
scriptive with systematic review of library documents and resources and
searches in reputable domestic and international databases that its proses
has been reported through PRISMA. Final quantitative studies were eval-
uated using the JBI checklist and at last nine study were chosen for study
and final analyses. Among studies which pointed mental health of children
living in Iran, there was just one study at national level. More than 44% of
them had studied Tehrani children and more than 77% had studied general
population of children. Findings show that high self- differentiation, more
consistent mother-child conflict resolution styles, older age, increase pa-
rental time at home and high level education of mother has been identified
as protective and positive determinants of mental health (anxiety and fear
about covied-19) of Iranian children. On the other hand, mothers’ anxiety
about the corona, awareness of children about corona, infection or death
of one of relatives because of corona, employment of parents as medical
staff, parent’s disturbance and vigilant, being a single child and low hear-
ing and deafness are high risk for Iranian children mental health (anxiety,
fear about corona and aggressiveness) in corona epidemic. In Iran com-
pared to different counties, not many studies have presented about mental
health of children (anxiety, fear about corona and aggressiveness), espe-
cially social determinant factors. Existing studies mainly considered limit-
ed dimensions of mental health and determinant factors of individual and

In these discourses, children are being supposed
as a convicted minority. In morphophonemic of Infantia, this historical in-
equality is equivalent of childhood in Latin language (and today in French,
Swedish and German languages).

Communication technologies have inevitably led to the emer-
gence of modern social style of life. Children as an important part of cy-
berspace users are highly affected this field. The wide variety of children’s
presence and their styles of using the cyberspace has led to the emergence
of such issues as child safety, monitoring and control patterns has defined
parental challenges in monitoring and caring for children in cyberspace
among the social and psychological topics of the day.

Considering the importance of recognizing the style of children using the
internet and parental management of children’s activities, this paper uses
secondary analysis of surveys data, studies how children use the internet
and social networks as well as the parental monitoring patterns.

The findings of the study indicate that among Internet users who had a
child under the age of 18, more than 97% have said their children use the
Internet and social networks, and that this is usage has affected their social
interactions very higher than those ordinary family communications and
interactions. This group of users considered the internet usage of their chil-
dren higher than their usage of other media outlets including television net-
works more than other media, including television, and believed that chil-
dren’s time on the Internet and social networks were more than average.
While from the viewpoint of the major Internet users who have a child
under the age of 18, the convenient age of children’s access to the Internet
and social networks is about 16 to 18, most of them emphasized the care
and control of children’s activities in cyberspace by parents. The restricting
hours of use and compulsory permission from parents to use the Internet
and social networks has been commonly applied in three main patterns

Abstract

Immigration weather voluntary or compulsory is a very much influenced
by economic, social and political factors. All through history, a significant
number of people have left their homeland in search of a better future and
living spaces. It should be acknowledged that such relocations are chal-
lenging and may not only lead to depression, anxiety, loss of social net-
works and access to medical services for the immigrant person, but can
even make issues and problems in relation to children who are born in
the main home or in the new country. This affects their development and
social and educational performance. Considering the importance of this
phenomenon, we examine challenges that migrant parents face about the
situation of their children in the destination countries. The paper has ana-
lyzed the previously published materials on this theme and has identified
six main and fundamental challenges of immigrant children in destination
countries, which include social integration and linguistic barriers, school
performance and learning a new language, discrimination and public atti-
tudes toward immigrants, socialization and enculturation, self-esteem and
well-being, and ultimately access to health and medical services.

Also, in order to investigate these basic challenges on a group of immigrant
Iranian children, the dialogues between parents of Iranian children and ad-
olescents in Toronto that were performed in Telegram social group chats
were recorded and analyzed. The findings indicate that the basic issues
discussed among these parents are in almost the same as those categorized
as earlier study revealed. Hence, it can be claimed that the immigration
problems for immigrant Iranian children are widespread and general. Fi-
nally, it could be argued that at least in the short term, immigration is not a
great dream as it seems in the first glance.

Childhood marriage called “spouse child”, has various and yet different
dimensions and aspects which indicates the complexity of the phenome-
non. The multidimensionality and complexity of this phenomenon make
it necessary to study different sources. This research seeks to answer this
question that what changes occur in the system of child- girls’ relations
after marriage and what is the process of these changes? Research method
of this article is Thematic analysis and we have used a semi- structured
interview and 41 spouse child interviewed. Findings show that the system
of child- girls’ relations changed a lot after marriage; changes that were
mostly negative and mostly rather than expanding the networks of spouse
child, it leads to the destruction of previous networks, isolation, rejection
of disjointed aspects of society, and ultimately, increasing the vulnerability
of this social group.

Findings show physical changes in the appearance and texture of the neigh-
borhood such as the transformation of large houses with yards into apart-
ments, the presence of a large number of cars in the streets, some social
changes related to the lifestyle of Tehran residents such as the prevalence
of families with one child and no siblings, the dominant children, low level
of social trust and anonymity of people in the neighborhood, reduced rela-
tionships, and interactions outside the family circle has weakened the com-
municative actions and ultimately deteriorated the atmosphere of dialogue
between the residents of the neighborhood, especially for the children.
This is a phenomenon that eventually causes problems in children’s social-
ization and disruption in the development of their personality throughout
childhood and adulthood.
